ORDER:- .

In the reference 3™ read above, the Commissioner of Civil Supplies, Andhra
Pradesh, Hyderabad has released 1056.673 MTs of Rice to Anantapur District for the
month of August, 2010-and requested to ensure release for implementation of Mid-Day
Meals Scheme strictly as per the guidelines issued by the Government and same was
re-allotted to Mandals.

In the reference 2" read above, the District Educational Officer, Anantapur
while furnishing the requirement of rice particulars for Primary (I to V), Upper Primary
(VI to VIII) and High Schools (IX to X) has requested for supply of rice to School
Points for smooth implementation of Mid-Day Meal Scheme for the Academic Year
2010-2011 in the District.

Basing on the strength of the Students furnished by the District Educational
Officer, Anantapur, a quantity of 1056.673 MTs is hereby released under Mid-Day
Meals Scheme as shown in the Annexure for the month of July, 2010 as initial releaset

in respect of Upper Primary, Primary and High Schools .

All the Tahsilda'rs in the District are requested to tag on the Schools to the
nearest F.P. Shop dealer for supply of rice to the implementing agencies as per the
strength of the Schools concerned.

The Mandal Educational Officers are requested to furnish strength of Children
with 80% of attendance of previous month and the closing balances to the Tahsildars
every 5" of the month for issuing releasé orders. The Tahsildars are directed to issue
release order only on receipt of strength of Children and attendance of Children from
the Mandal Educational Officers and closing balances available with Head Masters of
respective Schools. The Tahsildars are also directed not to issue release orders over

and above the quantity. They have to issue release order after obtaining closing

balances with implementing agencies and deducting the same.

The Tahsildars éhall issue credit release orders without collecting any cost and
also ensure that rice should reach the F.P. Shop / Head Master of the School a;s per the
allotment and it shall be transported through Stage-I1I Contractor as usual from MLS
Point as per the route programme chalked out by the Tahsildars for this Ipurpose under
the Escort of route officers. -
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On receipt of stock by the F.P. Shop dealer / Head Master of the:School they
shall acknowledge the receipt of the stocks in quadruplicate, one shall be kept in
Tahsildar’s Office and out of remaining three, one shall be sent to the District
Educational Officer and another one to District Supply Officer, Anantapur and last one
to District Manager, Andhra Pradesh Civil Supplies Corporation Limited, Anantapur.
The F.P. Shop Dealer in turn hand over the Rice to Head Master of the concerned
School and obtain acknowledgement from the Head Master and give copy to MEO /
Tahsildar.

The Tahsildars are requested to ensure the lifting of the quantity of NPNSPE

Rice from the stock point allotted against each mandal.

The District Manager, APSCSC Limited,. Anantapur is directed to issue
instructions to the MLS Point incharges that the stock allotted to the F.P. Shop dealer
under the scheme are lifted without delay. The District Manager, APSCSC Limited,
Anantapur is instru-c':ted that rice of NPNSPE shall be lifted to F.P. Shops on priority
basis .under Stage-II transportation, so as to enable the implementing agencies to lift

rice without hindrance in advance for smooth functioning of the scheme.

The District Manager, Manager, APSCSC Limited, Anantapur is also directed to
ensure that good quality of A.P. Raw Rice confirming to FAQ specifications shall only be
lifted from FCI / MLS Points as the case may be and supply to the implémenting
agencies to avoid quality complaints:

The Revenue Divisional Officers in the District are requested to ensure effective
implementation of the scheme.
